Judging categories
The panel of judges will select posters (1st place $250, 2nd place $150 and 3rd place $50) from each of the following two groups:
· Year 10 – South Australia and Northern Territory
· Year 11/12 – South Australia and Northern Territory; and
· Others for commendation as appropriate

Judging criteria
Based on the theme of World Environment Day 2008 slogan “Kick the Habit! Towards a Low Carbon Economy”: 
· Originality

· Creativity

· Quality

· Communicative function.

All prize winning and commendation winning posters will be exhibited after judging in the Flinders University for two weeks.
Participants will not be provided with feedback on their submission.

The prize winners will be announced at the Flinders University Open Days on 15 and 17 August 2008.

4. Posters may be submitted either in digital format or as a hard copy.
5. Digital entries must be converted to pdf files with a resolution no smaller than 300dpi. Submit entry via email or on a CD posted to the address below. Name of entrant/s to be included on the poster for ready identification.
6. Hard copies of poster should be no larger than A3 and no smaller than A4. Do not mount or frame and avoid folding the poster. Submit in a hard protective cover. Place name of entrant on back of poster for identification purposes.
7. No limit to the number of colours used.
8. Digital entries submitted will not be returned. Hard copies may be collected from the School of Geography, Population and Environmental Management, Flinders University, after the poster exhibition. 
9. By submitting a poster, each entrant gives Flinders permission to reproduce the posters for exhibition, information, educational and publication purposes without payment eg using them on brochures, web pages etc.
